However, if they are provided they may be placed on the
property the day prior to the event and shall be removed by 6:00PM on the second day after
the event (e.g., for an event on Saturday, the portable toilets must be removed by 7:00 PM
on Monday);

. The parking area shall be located solely within private property and shall not extend onto
any public property; and

. The special event parking permit shall be conspicuously displayed on-site throughout the

duration of each event.
