The City shall continue to review building, fire and housing codes to
identify regulations thatrestrict the use and rehabilitation of historic
structures. Where possible, the City shallamend codestoencourage: use
and rehabilitation, relocation to another site for reuse, selective disman-
tling forreuse, and, onlyasalastresort,demolition of historic structures.

The City shall continue to ensure enforcement of the Historic Preserva-
tion/Conservation Ordinance which isadopted inthe Land Development
Code.

The City shall prepare a conservation district overlay ordinance and
identify distinctive neighborhoodsin Gainesville for inclusion. The con-
servation overlay shall seek to preserve those neighborhoods from
significantalterations of architectural features through adoptionand
implementation of policies to be placed in the Land Development
Regulations.

The City shall continueto inventory threatened historic structuresinthe
Pleasant Street, Northeast, Southeastand University Heights Historic
Districts.

The City shall targetaportion of its Community Development Block
Grants (CDBG) toward historic districts suchasthe Pleasant Streetand
NW Fifth Avenue neighborhoods to better leverage existing resources.

The City shall seek funding to promote the improvement of deteriorated
structures indesignated historic districts.

The City shall pursuealternativesthatwill lead to the preservation of City
ownedsignificanthistoricstructures45yearsorolder. Significance shall
be defined by the National Park Service.

Any project sponsored by, or under authority of, the City, either
financially oradministratively, which involves rehabilitation or new
construction within a designated historic district or on the Local or
National Register of Historic Places shall adhere to appropriate historic
preservation standards for such activity.
