Bike Helmet Certification Training

The Pedestrian and Bicycling Safety Resource Center (PedBike SRC) is Florida's
online store for free educational materials and resources to address the many
causes of pedestrian and bicycle crashes, injuries, and fatalities and to promote
safe pedestrian and bicycling activities for residents of all ages.

The PedBike SRC coordinator, Paul Simpson, provides helmet fitter training
and certification courses. Certified helmet fitters are eligible to receive free bike
helmets and other bike safety materials for distribution to the community. The
training focuses on the proper use and fit of bike helmets, laws regarding bike
helmets, and how to educate about use in the community.

Gainesville Fire Rescue, Gainesville Department of Transportation, and Alachua
County had 8 staff participate in bike helmet certification training.
